People of the Book

The words of James are very appropriate to use in a discussion between a Christian and a Muslim concerning what it means to be a People of the Book.  James says, 2:14-18 “What [does] [it] profit, my brethren, if someone says he has faith but does not have works? Can faith save him? 15 If a brother or sister is naked and destitute of daily food, 16 and one of you says to them, "Depart in peace, be warmed and filled," but you do not give them the things which are needed for the body, what [does] [it] profit? 17 Thus also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead. 18 But someone will say, "You have faith, and I have works." Show me your faith without your works, and I will show you my faith by my works.”  We can demonstrate to the world around us that we are truly People of the Book by showing them our faith by our works.  We have an absolute obligation before our God to be living testimonies seen and read by all men.  We are here in Christ’s stead ministering and serving Him before a watching world, whether it be the world of Islam or any other person.
